2. Required Documents

3. Application Deadline: April 6, 2012 (Fri) – 4 p.m.
               Submit completed applications to Wendy Tebb, Faculty of Business.
4. Program Period: July 2, 2011 ~ July 27, 2012
 * Arrival: June 30~July 1, 2012 / Departure: July 28~29, 2012
5.  UofR Tuition – students will be required to register in BUS 408AB at the UofR when they are accepted for this program.  Normal UofR tuition and fees for one 3-credit hour BUS course will be charged to the student account at the UofR.  
5. University of Ulsan Fees – payable to University of Ulsan upon arrival in Korea.

General Information for UIP 2012 

1. Arrival / Departure
- Recommended Arrival/Departure Date: June 30 ~ July 1 / July 28~29

- On-campus Housing is available from June 30 to July 29, 2012.
- Off-campus housing is available for students who need to stay a couple of more days after the program due to the flight schedule on their own expenses. (Approx. US $30 per night)
2. Pick-up Service

- Pick-up service is provided for all international participants free of charge.

- Pick-up service is available at the following places; Busan(Kimhae) International Airport, Ulsan Airport, Ulsan Express Bus Terminal, Ulsan KTX Station
- Participants need to notify exact arrival time and place to the program manager as the itinerary is fixed. 
- Please advise Wendy Tebb in Business Admin., of your travel itinerary as soon as you have one finalized.  She will contact the University of Ulsan and make arrangements for your pick-up.  Normally, a photocopy or email of your itinerary is required for this purpose.
3. Housing
- On-campus dorm (International House)
 - A room is shared by 2 people and air-conditioned.

 - Restroom and shower room are attached to the room. 
4. Meals

- Breakfast: Provided at the dorm dining hall (Continental Breakfast)
- Lunch for weekdays: Meal tickets for school cafeteria provided
- Dinner for weekdays / lunch and dinner for weekends: KRW 5,000 per meal provided

5. Credits

3 credit hours for Bus 408AB – on a Pass/Fail basis will be granted after you return from Korea.
6. Transportation
- It is more convenient to fly into Busan(Kimhae) International Airport to come to Ulsan.

- It takes around one hour from Busan(Kimhae) International Airport to Ulsan by bus.

- For those who fly into Seoul(Incheon) International Airport, refer to the following information. 
7. How to get to Ulsan from Seoul(Incheon) International Airport
1. Domestic flight

- Take a limousine bus to Kimpo International Airport. (No direct flight from Incheon to Ulsan) – 1 hour

2. Express bus

- Take a direct express bus to Ulsan. (5 hours and a half)

- The bus for Ulsan leaves at 7:40, 13:10 and 18:00. 
3. KTX train (bullet train)

 - Take an Airport Express(Railroad) to Seoul Station. (43 minutes by Express)

 - Take a KTX train to Ulsan (2hours 10 minutes)   
8. Visa (C-3, Temporary Visit)
- Each participant is responsible for his/her own visa application.  International students from UofR should confirm with UR International what Visa requirements are needed and seek assistance with visa applications as needed.  
- Required documents for the visa application will be sent to the participants through an express mail. 

- Citizens from countries like Canada, United States or Japan whose nationals are exempted for a visa for this program. (Each country has a different agreement how long their nationals can stay in Korea without a visa)

Tips for UIP 2012 participants 
Q: How much is it for the laundry?

A: It costs around half a dollar for one operation. (Laundry machine and dryer are located in the dorm)
Q: Do I have to bring Korean currency?

A: Yes, we recommend you to bring some Korean currency from your home or to exchange some at the airport for the first couple of days.  On the first day of the program, you will have a chance to exchange the money at our on-campus bank. (On-campus bank provides more competitive exchange rate)
Q: How much money do I have to bring?

A: It depends on your budget.  Remember University of Ulsan provides you with accommodation and meals during your stay of 4 weeks.  A bottle of beer at a bar is around KRW 3,000~5,000 and having a meal in a normal restaurant near the school costs around KRW 5,000.  If you have any plans to travel around Ulsan during weekends, you may want to bring some more money.  

Q: Do I need to bring a pillow, a blanket and toiletries?

A: During the program, pillows, blankets and bed sheets will be provided.  However, you will need to bring your own toiletries for your stay. 

Q: Can I have an internet access in the dorm?

A: Yes, dorm rooms provide internet access.  You may want to bring your laptop and LAN cable for the internet connection.  There are also many computer labs where you can have internet access for free on campus. 
Q: How many credits can I get?

A: You will be granted three UofR credit hours for BUS 408AB after the successful completion of the program.  
Q: Do I need to bring a gift for the Korean host family?

A: It is your personal preference.  If you wish to, a gift that represents your country would be good.

Q: Are the dorm rooms air-conditioned?

A: Yes, the dorm is equipped with air-conditioner.  However, many places where you will be visiting during the program may not be air-conditioned. 
Q: What kind of clothes should I bring? 
A: Since it is quite hot in Ulsan on summer, you will not need many clothes with long sleeves.  However, you will stay one night at a temple in countryside, so you are recommended to bring a shirt with long sleeves or a jacket.  Also, you may want to bring a swimming suit as we will visit a beach and enjoy swimming.

Q: How far is the dorm from campus?

A: UIP participants will stay in an on campus dorm.  The classroom is on the same building with the dorm.

Q: How much is it for international calls?

A: It depends on the country you want to make a call.  Normally you can have about 30 minutes with a KRW 10,000 pre-paid phone card.  You can buy the phone card at convenient stores around the campus. 

Q: Can I stay in the dorm a couple of more days after the program? 
A: It depends on how many students will be participating in the program which takes place after UIP 2011.  If there are available rooms, you can stay a couple of more days after the program.  You will be charged for the nights you are staying (KRW 5,000 per night without breakfast), and you are advised to notify your schedule to UOU staff in advance.  
Q: Can I get medical treatments on the campus?

A: There is a campus clinic where a nurse provides first aid or medication for non-serious illness.  There will be a first aid kit in the dorm as well.  Also, there are many clinics at which you can get medical treatments around the campus. 
Q: Do I need to buy the University Insurance?

A: Yes.  It is mandatory to buy the University Insurance during the program. 
Q: Notice of Arrival
A: You are strongly advised to notify your flight schedule to the program manager as soon as it is confirmed.  We will arrange a pick-up service according to your flight schedule.   If you provide a copy of your travel itinerary to Wendy Tebb, Business Admin, she will forward the required information to UofUlsan and arrange for your arrival pick-ups.
