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INTERNATIONAL BACCALAUREATE (IB)

The University of Regina recognizes the success and achievements
of students who have completed the IB program. The IB program
challenges students to excel in their studies and encourages

both personal and academic achievement. The U of R recognizes
completion of the IB diploma as evidence of satisfactory secondary
standing. Applicants with this credential must still meet faculty-
specific course admission requirements and other requirements of
their chosen faculty.

TRANSFER CREDITS

The University of Regina recognizes the Higher Level IB courses
(listed on the second page) for the corresponding transfer credits. A
grade of 5 or better must be achieved in the course to be considered
for transfer credit. Students must request an official transcript from
the IB to be sent directly to the University of Regina Enrolment
Services Office.

Once requested, these
transcripts are sent directly to the institution indicated in the
request.
