Research Trust Fund
Criteria to Evaluate Applications for Funding
These awards are made to promote research and scholarly work at the University of Regina.  Applications will be considered twice a year.  Applications should be submitted to the Office of Research Services by February 1st and September 1st each year.

· Maximum dollar amount of request is $3,500.
· Expenditures must be consistent with those expenditures outlined within the current URFA agreement, Appendix A, section 16.3:

· A request to the Research Trust Fund will only be considered once every three (3) years.

· Application must be submitted for prior approval of expenditures as stated in the collective agreement, rather than retroactive approval of expenditures. 

· Time period for expenditures – all reimbursements would be submitted within one year of the notice of approval.

Requirements for consideration of applications:

· Quality: Clear research project plan and objectives; merit of the proposal;
· Significance of the work and the relation to the University strategic research plan: the proposal reflects the University’s strategic research plan goals;
· Expertise: The applicant’s record of research accomplishments and ability to carry out the proposed research;
· Justification of the budget in relation to the proposal: detailed, eligible budget items outlined in the request;
· The prospect that the award will attract further support from other sources: the potential of the award to be a catalyst for external funding.

· In cases of subsequent applications, the applicant must show evidence of impact of previous funding received. 

Priority of requests:

1) Seed funding for new projects 
2) Continuing projects
