Building undergraduate students' research and creative competencies through experiential learning is a strategic priority of the University of Regina. These paid awards will provide extensive research experience leading to greater student excellence. Supervisors will provide mentorship, leadership and expertise involving the student's research. Whether it be working in a lab, immersive learning, creative inquiry, or any other form of research-based learning, the goal is to create and/or further enhance our undergraduate research culture across the university by providing students with an opportunity to build research competencies and to celebrate undergraduate research success. The Faculty of Graduate Studies & Research Undergraduate Research Award (UGRA) will advance our inventory of undergraduate research experiences and provide undergraduate students, with an enhanced experience in research and creative inquiries.  

Duration: Faculty of Graduate Studies & Research Undergraduate Research Award must take place over a four-month period between May 1 and August 31 (16 weeks) full-time awards only (approximately 32-36 hours per week).

Award: 2nd/3rd year students $9,777.60, 4th/5th year students $11,908.96
Rates are based on the CUPE 2419 Collective Agreement 
FGSR will support the 2nd/3rd year students with $4,977.60 and 4th/5th year students with $6,708.96.  
The student’s professor must support a 2/3rd year student in the amount of $4,800 or a 4th/5th year student in the amount of $5,200.  Those funds may come from your Research funds, Department, Faculty, APEA account, etc or any combination thereof.  You are most welcome to support your student with more than your required amount but you will need to provide it in the format of a research award, stipend separate from this award.

Selection:  Applications will be adjudicated by a committee of reviewers from disciplines across campus.  Reviewers will be looking carefully at the potential of the student and the quality of the proposal and training to see if the research proposed is a good match for the student.  Academic Excellence, research potential and expected quality of the training and mentorship to be received, will all be looked at and considered.

Consideration may be given to the student’s grades over the past 3 semesters, but all, up-to-date transcripts must be submitted & reviewed. Consideration may be given to Indigenous students, and students of black heritage.  EDI and the student’s stage of study may be a consideration.  All eligible students are encouraged to apply but preference will be given to students in NON NSERC areas of study, as well as students who are ineligible for an NSERC USRA, so as to include International students.

In the event a student declines or cannot hold their award for any reason, the award will be given to the next ranked student. 

Payment:   FGSR will process payment of the award to all students, via direct deposit into the student’s bank account.  If awarded, Students must submit their banking information to Human Resources before payment can be made (hr.support@uregina.ca or to Ad Hum Building, 4th floor).  If awarded, full information will be provided to students at time of award.
