I will describe the techniques 
from geometry topology and dynamics that 
were used to understand these groups in 
low dimensions, the relationship of these 
groups to stable homotopy theory and 
number theory in high dimensions, and 
recent breakthroughs in understanding their 
rational homotopy type.
